Listen to your collaborative partner. 

9. 
Keep a supply of materials to send to classrooms for students who need additional    practice.

8. 
Arrange for frequent communication and find planning opportunities.

Don’t press for one’s own solutions to be adopted, but strive instead for collaborative efforts to problem-solve together. 

6. 
Rather than just telling classroom teachers about materials modification, show them. Give examples and model one for them.

5. 
Request demonstration lessons from classroom teachers featuring their most outstanding teaching technique. Arrange ways that these can be shared.

4. 
Offer to retype a test for a teacher (to double space, type in large font, or organize it differently) for use with students with learning problems.

3. 
When preparing and distributing materials for classroom use, don’t just drop them off and run. Help the teacher or student get started, and stay awhile to see how it goes.

2. 
Have a favorite dozen of successful strategies available for demonstration teaching or sharing.

1. 
Be understanding of classroom teachers’ daily struggles with students with learning difficulties. Celebrate with classroom teachers even small successes in student progress.
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
