Possible Supplemental Reading Instructional Groups

Reading Grades 3-6


	(1) Accurate and Fluent Reader/Lack of Comprehension

• Automatic Word Callers

• Typically don’t read for meaning

• Many times vocabulary skills are problematic as well.

• Student is lacking some aspect(s) of higher order reading processes needed for comprehension such as activation of prior knowledge, metacognition, etc.  

	(2) Accurate Reader/Lack of Fluency

• Student is an accurate reader (95%+ accuracy), but lacks automaticity and does not reach fluency benchmarks.

• Lack of automaticity interferes with comprehension.  

• Student may not be automatic (but is generally accurate) with higher-level decoding skills and need instruction with these skills as well.  


	(3) Inaccurate Reader/Lack of Accuracy with Decoding Words with More than One Syllable

• Error analysis indicates student’s primary reading errors involve words with more than one syllable 

• May include words with prefixes, suffixes, and syllable parts within longer words

• Determine if difficulties occur at the sound, word, and/or connected text level.  



	(4) Inaccurate Reader/Lack of Basic Decoding Skills Beyond CVC Patterns

•  Could involve consonant blends, digraphs, silent e rule, vowel teams, r-controlled vowels.  

•  Conduct error analysis to determine which phonetic elements are missing.  

•  Determine if difficulties occur at the sound, word, and/or connected text level.  


	(5) Inaccurate Reader/Lack of Sight Word Base

• Error analysis indicates student has significant difficulty with memorizing and recognizing sight words.  

• Determine if difficulties occur at the word level or connected text level.  
	(6) Performance Problem

•  Initial large-scale screening indicated reading comprehension concern.  Other data/information indicates student has skills to demonstrate proficiency but does so inconsistently.  

•  Performance problems may indicate problems with task-related behaviors such as motivation, attention, etc.  Consider interventions in these areas.  

•  Consider monitoring student to ensure needs are being met.
